Dear friends!

One more year has passed so quickly. | am very
proud to present you some key information on our
team achievements in 2015, which was a very fruit-
ful year with many events and projects implement-
ed. 7 projects were implemented in 2015, including
5 projects that were completed by the end of the
year.

In 2015 our organization provided a lot of technical
support to the State Service on Penalty Execution
and increased capacity of medical officers and
social workers. 12 trainings were organized to train
265 service providers engaged in providing services
for prisoners and former prisoners in terms of HIV
and drug use. Technical support was rendered to
arrange on-the-spot coaching for prison doctors by
experts from the Republican Drug Treatment Center
and the Republican AIDS Center. Moreover, the
organization supported drawing up statutory basis
for HIV prevention and treatment in the detention
settings, including the following instructions: on
implementation of harm reduction programs (sy-
ringes exchange stations and methadone mainte-
nance treatment), on HIV and STI prevention and
treatment, unified reporting forms for the SSPE

and Republican AIDS Center which will facilitate
information exchange between these agencies and
ensure continuum of treatment for prisoners before
and after release.

In 2015 we also continued our cooperation with

the Bishkek Humanities University after Karasaev.
Smooth cooperation between social work depart-
ment and practical psychology department allowed
us to quickly draw-up two education programs —
“Client management for key populations in terms of
HIV” and “Social work with people living with HIV”.

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Introduction of these two courses to the curricula
of Bishkek Humanities University will allow to train
social workers who know specific issues of work-
ing with key population groups and provide quality
services to them.

Another important activity was to deliver trainings
for social workers upon request of the Ministry of
Labour and Social Defense of the Kyrgyz Republic.
In cooperation with the Republican AIDS Center the
organization trained 50 social workers from all over
the country on client management for people living
with HIV. Such trainings give us hope that client
management for key population will some day be
integrated to the state services system.

2015 was the final year for the Project “Bridging the
gaps: health and rights of key populations”. Its main
objective was to provide access to comprehensive
package of services for people who use drugs. 2733
drug users were reached with client management
services; 1439 drug users were tested for HIV and
19 new cases were detected, all newly-detected HIV
cases were escorted to AIDS centers.

In order to increase the quality of clinical manage-
ment of PLWH under the Project an Internet platform
(www.hivplatform.kg) for medical specialists was
created. In order to ensure access to the Internet
Platform for medical specialists after the Project
termination, it was handed over to the Kyrgyz State
Medical Institute for Re-Training.

4826 new patients were reached by the Project in
all 7 provinces of the country and the total of 22755
food parcels were distributed. The Project had been
implemented for 4 years and we would like to thank
our partner Project HOPE for long-term fruitful coop-
eration.

We were anxious to open the Research Department
in 2014 and in 2015 it conducted 2 independent
studies and 1 study in cooperation with the Yale
University.

In 2015 the Training Center was opened in our orga-
nization after obtaining the license by the Ministry of
Education. In the same reporting year we arranged
24 trainings for TB medical specialists in cooperation
with the Kyrgyz State Medical Institute for Re-Train-

ing.

| would also like to mention our fruitful coopera-

tion with the MIA Academy. Handbook on “Harm
reduction: theory and practice” for police students
and trainees was developed. Educational video on
post-exposure prevention in case of contact with
biological body fluids in accordance with the Instruc-
tion on “Measures for personal safety and individual
HIV-prevention at work” was created and handed
over to all departments of internal affairs to provide
information and education to police officers.

We were very lucky to feel support from our reliable
and trusted partners, colleagues and friends!

To reduce the number of new HIV cases in pris-
ons, to increase the quality of treatment, care and
support programs under HIV React Project funded
by USAID

Achievements
START Plus model

9 largest prison facilities of Chuy province (##
1,2, 3, 8, 16, 27, 31, 47) were reached by the
START Plus model activities. The prevention
activities included as follows:

1. Mini-sessions for prisoners

In the reporting period 3020 prisoners were
reached by group mini-sessions, including 288
females. The agenda included HIV and TB, trans-
mission routes and prevention measures as well
as safe behavior practices. Mini-sessions in some
of the facilities were conducted in the form of
Brain Rings intellectual games which helped the
Project to substantially increase key populations
motivation to perceive information. As result, 98%
of participants could correctly identify HIV trans-
mission routes.

2. Client management and individual
counseling

Client management for prisoners before and after
release with a special focus on people who live
with HIV and people who use drugs is one of the
most efficient tools for continuum of care in the
period of transition. Client management serves
as a bridge between life in prison and returning
to the society. It is well-known, that absence of
ID-documents, lack of family, friends and work

do not allow newly released prisoners to consid-
er health as one of their top priorities. Many of
them withdraw from treatment and care programs
started within the detention, i.e. ARV-therapy and
methadone substitution treatment. The client man-
agement program helps them to efficiently solve
their social and legal problems and at the same
time stay healthy.

Today the program is implemented by social
workers of the State Service on Penalty Exe-
cution of the Kyrgyz Republic. The team of the
social workers participates in regular trainings
and receives technical support from experienced
AFEW counterparts.

In 2015 client management program reached
422 prisoners. Individual single-time counseling
and referrals were provided to 1694 prisoners.

Other statistics on our accomplishments can
include that the number of prisoners reached
totals more than 5 thousands. 98% of them can
correctly identify HIV transmission routes and
deny major myths. 711 prisoners took HIV test
and know their results. 503 prisoners took TB
test and know their results.

Boris (name changed) has been serving his
sentence in prison facility #1 for 5 years. In
prison he found out that he was HIV-positive
and started treatment. But several months
later he stopped treatment. “The medicines
made me feel worse. | don’t trust prison
doctors. I'll better think about treatment after
release”, - he told the Project social worker
who managed to find a right approach for the
Skeptical client. Boris’ analysis were becom-
ing worse and to prepare him for treatment a
multidisciplinary team including doctor, social
worker and peer consultant was created. 9
months after starting ART Boris feels much
better. The major argument for him to start
therapy was an opportunity to have healthy
children. “Now | have hope for better future.
Upon release | want to get back to my family
and lead healthy and happy life”, - he says.
The HIV React Project support helped 27 pris-
oners to start treatment in the facility #1.

Gender-based violence

In autumn 2015 social worker and female prison-
ers of the only prison facility for females initiated
work with victims of the gender-based violence.
Self-support groups are conducted each month
in order to learn how to identify gender-based
violence, prevent it and share ideas on what to
do in case if violence happens.

Peer leadership in the detention

In autumn 2015 volunteer peer leadership move-
ment was started in the pilot prison facilities. After
the ToT social workers started providing trainings
for peer leaders on the spot. Peer leaders will
help the Project to start working with the most
hard-to-reach prison sub-populations which are
unlikely to contact official sources of information.

Coordination of cooperation between Medical
Department of the State Service on Penalty
Execution in the Kyrgyz Republic (SSPE), Re-
publican Drug Treatment Center (RDTC) and
Republican AIDS Center (RAC)

In order to enhance cooperation between penal
and civil healthcare in the sphere of HIV and
harm reduction a Working Group that unites three
services - Medical Department of the SSPE,
RDTC, RAC (order #653 dd. October 18, 2014).
The working group meets on the quarterly basis
and the following major achievements shall be
mentioned:

» Creating unified forms of reporting for the SSPE
and Republican AIDS Center. The reporting
forms allow two agencies to regular exchange
information on the following issues: # of patients
who receive ART, including treatment withdrawal
and changing treatment schemes; TB prevention:
methadone substitution treatment and etc.

The reporting forms are unified with the E-track-
ing system for HIV cases in the country and
ensure uninterrupted supplies of ARVs to the
penitentiary system and continuum of care before
and after release.

» Determining gaps in regulatory framework relat-
ed to HIV in the State Service on Penalty Exe-
cution in the KR and creating drafts of relevant
documents. In the reporting period the organiza-
tion supported creating 2 instructions. Instruction
on implementation of harm reduction programs
(syringes exchange stations and methadone
substitution therapy) in the penitentiary facilities
(approved by the Penal Order # 38 dd.January
27, 2016). The Instruction is based on existing
national clinical protocols and recommendations
and provides clear definition of each penal offi-
cers (including non-medical officers) role in their
successful implementation. It will contribute to
creating favorable environment to HIV-prevention
in the detention. The draft Instruction on HIV and
STIs prevention and treatment in the detention
was also created and is currently in the process
of endorsement by the partners.

» Exchanging information between major stake-
holders working in the penitentiary facilities and
coordination of their efforts.

“Creating interagency thematic working group
including Republican AIDS Center, Republican
Drug Treatment Center and Penal Service
demonstrated willingness of those agencies

to provide efficient HIV-preventative activities
among key populations in prisons. Successful
operations of the working group helped us to
solve a number of serious problems and move
forward with some important projects imple-
mented in the detention”

I have been using drugs for 6 years. | started
with marijuana. Later friends gave me heroine
. I tried it and really enjoyed it. | tried quitting
many times. | went to the United Arab Emir-
ates but managed to find drugs there. | even
had to go to jail for drug use in UAE. One of
my friends told me about “Sotsium”. | was
afraid to go there because | wasn'’t sure that |
would be able to talk about my problems with
people | barely even know. But then | spoke
about the organization with my mother. She
went there and had a conversation with their
psychologist — Natalya Ivanovna. She ensured
me that it would absolutely safe for me and
convinced me to go to the detox-therapy. In
September 2015 | first came to “Sotsium” and
met with the staff. They gave me much infor-
mation on HIV, STIs, drug-related risks and
detox-therapy. They also referred me to the
Chuy TB Dispensary and after the X-ray ex-
amination | started the detox-therapy. Words
can’t describe how hard it was. But thanks to
the “Sotsium” team | feel healthy now.

Objective: HIV prevention among key populations

Client management is an efficient tool for HIV
prevention among key populations.

In the period from January 1, 2015 to December
31, 2015 AFEW subgrantees reached 5299 drug
users, 2733 of them became client management
clients.

The majority of clients were males (77%). Age
distribution is as follows: aged 21-30 — 28%, aged
31-40 — 42%. The total number of services ren-
dered was 35647.

(67% of clients who haven’t been tested for HIV in
the past 6 months) were tested for HIV and know
their status. The number of new positive cases
detected was 19. 72.6% PLWH stayed on treat-
ment 6 months after they had started.

Two social centers for women provided the
most-demanded services: temporary housing,
meals, access to hygiene accessories, “child
corners”, HIV and risky behavior counseling,
client management for pregnant women and other
services.

In 2016 the Project plans to adjust the client man-
agement database to track cascade of treatment
and indicators of the UNAIDS 90-90-90 strategy.

Oksana has been using drugs for 15
years. She came to PF “Asteriya” to get
support as a gender-based violence victim.
Oksana had to give almost all the money that
she earned to her husband to buy drugs. The
money she could hide were spent to support
her daughter. If she didn’t give him money, she
didn’t receive her dose.

Client management plan was drawn-up
for Oksana based on her needs. She was
referred to the syringes exchange station,
express-testing for HIV, STI and TB detection.
Oksana was diagnosed with TB. The treat-
ment was very difficult for her, she wanted
to give it up twice but | supported her and
convinced her to complete treatment. She
completed the first stage of treatment and
continues to receive ambulatory TB-treatment
and regular counseling from social worker.

Achievements:

The Internet-platform (www.hivplatform.kg) was
developed in the end of 2013 to increase access
to informational resources and increase capacity
of medical and non-medical specialists of the
Kyrgyz Republic.

In the period from January 1, 2015 to December
31, 2015 there were 2933 questions and answers
placed on the Internet platform. 912 medical and
non-medical service providers and represen-
tatives of key populations (PLWH, PWUD, SW
and TB-patients) became registered users of the
Platform. The majority of questions (48%) are re-
lated to HIV, including prevention, treatment, care
and support. TB and drug use-related questions
account for 20% of questions each. The monthly
number of the Internet-platform visitors is more
than 500. The Platform is used by almost all
regions of the country, including the most remote
regions.

Starting from January 2016 the Internet-Platform
has become property of the Kyrgyz State Medical
Institute for Re-Training.

Objective: to increase awareness of adolescents
and youth of Bishkek and Chuy province in terms
of promoting safe behaviour practices, prevention
of socially significant diseases and sexual and
reproductive health and rights.

In March 2015 the Youth Center under Chuy prov-
ince branch of the Reproductive Health Alliance
was opened and equipped.

The Center provides an opportunity to schoolchil-
dren, students and young people aged 14-24 to
spend leasure time and get information and edu-
cation on SRHR, HIV and other socially significant
diaseases, learn how to give such information to
their peers. There is a variety of services offered
on the spot as well as refferals to the following
professionals: psychologists, gynecologists, urol-
ogists, pedagogues, lawyers.

The Center works in partnership with educa-
tion and medical organizations which provide
youth-friendly services.

Jyldyz was referred to the Youth Center for
psychological support after sexual assault.

The trauma she had been through upset her
feeling of safety and she believed that such
events would be happening in her life again.
The girl thought that sexual assault had ruined
her as a person with leadership qualities and
her further life would have no meaning.

Urgent psychological support was provided to
the client.

Jyldyz regained her ability to control herself and
her reactions which helped her to return to her
usual way of life and increased self-confidence.
Now Jyldyz is a regular client of the Youth Cen-
ter. She takes active part in all the events with
other clients and volunteers.

* On January 19-21, 2015 a training of client man-
agement for people who use drugs was arranged
for 24 social workers from partner organizations.

* On April 21-22, 2015 the training on “Public
speeches psychology” took place for 19 repre-
sentatives of key populations in order to develop
their leadership and engagement to the advocacy
interventions.

* On June 22-26, 2015 a Summer School was
held at the Issyk-Kul province for 24 young lead-
ers on peer sexual health education. The summer
school participants conducted informational ses-
sions, events for young people on sexual health
education, HIV-preventative topics and decreas-
ing stigma and discrimination towards key popula-
tions and PLWH on “peer-to-peer” basis.

* Upon request of the Ministry of Labour and So-
cial Development of the Kyrgyz Republic and Re-
publican AIDS Center 2 trainings were arranged
on “Client management for People living with HIV”
in the city of Bishkek (October 27-29, 2015) and
Osh (November 3-5, 2015) for 46 social workers
of city and district social security centers of the
Kyrgyz Republic. The training intended to in-
crease access of PLWH to social services guar-
anteed by the Kyrgyz legislation.

* On December 7-11, 2015 there was a Winter
School to prepare volunteers and young leaders
to provide education on primary and secondary
prevention of drug use on peer-to-peer basis.
Staff of youth centers, future social workers and
young social workers for the City center on reha-
bilitation of homeless children and the Center for
Protection of children were invited.

The total of 17 participants were trained.

For providers of services to prisoners before
and after release:

* In the beginning of 2015 two experts from Re-
publican AIDS Center made their second round
of capacity building site-visits for prison doctors
responsible for PLWH. The site-visits intended
to monitor implementation of the ART program
in prisons and provide on-the-spot coaching for
prison doctors, including joint examinations of
the most difficult HIV and HIV+TB co-infection
cases. A special matrix on improving the quality
of ART in the detention was created and moni-
tored throughout meetings of the relevant working

group.

* In summer 2015 similar capacity-building site
visits for prison harm reduction specialists were
provided. Representatives of the Republican Drug
Treatment Center arranged mini-lectures on the
basic principles of harm reduction and national
clinical protocols, then provided g&a session on
syringes exchange process and methadone sub-
stitution treatment administration. The site-visits
also included monitoring element and the report
on the quality of harm reduction programs and
major gaps was presented to the head of the
Medical Department of the SSPE.

* On February 10-13, 2015 a START Plus mod-
el refresh workshop for prison and NGO social
workers took place in Bishkek. The workshop
equipped social workers with knowledge neces-
sary to successfully implement client manage-
ment program.

* On March 25-27, 2015 a training on “Metha-
done maintenance therapy in the detention” for
prison and civil sector doctors and nurses was
conducted in Bishkek. The training module was
developed in cooperation with the Kyrgyz State
Medical Institute for Re-Training and approved by
the official Ministry of Health Order. The training
provided information on methadone maintenance
treatment in accordance with the national clinical
protocols. A special focus was made on release
procedure and continuum of treatment for transi-
tional prisoners

* In April — June 2015 the Kyrgyz State Medical
Institute for Re-Training in cooperation with AFEW
provided a distant learning course

* On June 18-19, 2015 a workshop “HIV testing
and counseling. Stigma and discrimination” was
provided for 18 narcologists from OST sites and
primary healthcare doctors. The workshop in-
tended to provide practical skills on interpersonal
communication skills and develop tolerance to
key populations among medical specialists. The
workshop was conducted in cooperation with the
Kyrgyz State Medical Institute for Re-training

* On June 29, 2015 — July 3, 2015 a workshop on
“Detection, treatment and support for HIV-cases”
for penal medical staff was conducted. The training
module was developed in cooperation with the
Kyrgyz State Medical Institute for Re-Training and
approved by the official Ministry of Health Order.
21 medical specialists learnt basics of the newly
approved national clinical protocols (dd. 21st of
January, 2015) and WHO recommendations. The
major result of the training is that all the partici-
pants were trained to independently initiate 1st-line
treatment to patients with HIV within their facilities,
so treatment for PLWH will be started without
delays

» On August 24-26, 2015 a workshop on HTC,
stigma and discrimination for 23 penal doctors was
delivered in cooperation with the Republican AIDS
Center. The participants learnt how to motivate
key populations to take HIV testing. Skills on T&C
were improved: the participants are able to provide
pre-testing counseling, post-testing counseling in
case of negative or positive result.

* On November 9-11, 2015 a workshop “Counsel-
ing and express-testing for HIV” for penal doctors
and social workers from NGOs who were getting
prepared for HIV testing week in the detention
and civil sector.

* On November 9-11, 2015 a START Plus ToT
for social workers “Working with peer leaders in
prison settings”. 20 social workers from the penal
system and NGOs participated in the ToT. The
training aimed to start peer leadership movement
in pilot prison facilities. The participants learnt
how to train peer leaders and motivate them to
work with prisoners. Peer leadership movement
in prisons will help to reach to most vulnerable
prisoners who are less likely to contact official
sources of information

» On December 16-17, 2015 a training “Working
with peer leaders after release” was arranged
for 20 participants from community-based or-
ganizations. The training aimed to equip com-
munity-based NGOs with approaches to work
with peer leaders released from prison facilities.
The strategy for working with peer leaders after
release was developed

» On December 16-18, 2015 a training on nation-
al clinical guidelines and protocols on sexually
transmitted infections was delivered in coopera-
tion with the Republican Dermatovenerological
Center for 20 medical specialists from the larg-
est prison facilities of the country. Almost all the
participants participated in the STl-related training
for the first time. Prison doctors were equipped
with up-to-date approaches to STI detection and
treatment with a special focus on interrelation
between HIV and STls.

Drug Abuse and lllicit Trafficking:

For the second year AFEW supports Interna-
tional Marathon at Issyk-Kul province of Kyrgyz-
stan upon request of the International Marathon
Administration for more than 1000 sportsmen
and supporters from more than 16 countries.

The distinguishing feature of the
marathon is that everyone regardless of age can
participate, including disabled people. This year
20 representatives of the deaf-and-dumb, visually
impaired and blind communities participated.

Dedicated to the World AIDS Day

7. Under the HIV Testing Week 510 persons took
voluntary HIV counseling and testing, including
192 prisoners from 3 male and 1 female facility,
268 drug users and 50 sex workers. Testing was
conducted in 3 cities of the country and detected
9 positive cases. Professional counseling helped
11 prisoners to start ART.

In 2015 AFEW provided an essay contest for

the MIA Academy students on “The role of law
enforcement agencies in HIV prevention in the
Kyrgyz Republic”.

3. Monitoring of implementation of the In-
teragency Guidelines on HIV-prevention by
authorized state agencies on law enforce-
ment, drug control and penalty execution that
interact with key populations (hereinafter —
the Instruction) with active engagement of the
MIA Public Council and Medical Department.

Objective: To study practical implementation of
the Instruction in police departments in dynamics

Geographical scope: Bishkek, Tokmok, Naryn,
Kyzyl — Kiya, Osh, Karasuu, Jalalabad, Balykchy,
Batken, Talas. The monitoring group included
representatives of the MIA, Public Council of the
MIA and civil society organizations.

The monitoring site visits resulted in develop-
ment of recommendations that were presented
at the province-level working meetings of law
enforcement agencies, drug treatment and AIDS
centers, civil society organizations. The majority
of recommendations intended to improve coop-
eration of police departments with governmental
and non-governmental organizations, to increase
awareness of police officers on post-exposure
prevention and gender-based prejudices.

To provide social support in the form of moti-
vational food parcels for all TB-patients at the
out-of-hospital stage of treatment under DOTS
program in order to increase quality and effec-
tiveness of controlled treatment.

Target group:
Patients with sensitive tuberculosis who receive
outpatient treatment under the DOTS program

TB problem background:

In 1993 WHO declared TB to be a global
problem which requires immediate intervention.
Epidemiological situation in the Kyrgyz Republic
remains alarming with the incidence rate high-
er than 50 cases per 100 000 population. The
proportion of resistant TB-cases is constantly
increasing each year.

* When controlled treatment regimen is not
observed in the proper manner or interrupted
there is a high risk of developing treatment-re-
sistant tuberculosis.

» There is a trend for increasing TB prevalence
in migrants, who represent 26.3% of new cas-
es in the country.

» The major category of patients who break
the controlled treatment regimen are internal
and external migrants, people with alcohol
addiction, people who use drugs and people
released from penitentiary facilities.

Intervention:

One of the major factors ensuring adherence to
treatment and consequently ensuring successful
completion of treatment is motivational support
for the DOTS program patients in the form of
food parcels distribution.

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The implemented project provides such support
in the form of food parcels (rice, sugar, vegetable
oil, pasta, dried milk). Each patient with first-line
drug-sensitive tuberculosis is offered a contract
that provides for 1 motivational food parcel each
month if the patient doesn’t break the treatment
regimen more than 5 times. The program helps
not only to motivate patients to successfully
complete treatment but also gives medial workers
an opportunity to provide timely sputum-analysis
at 5th month of treatment and upon treatment
completion.

Adherence level in our region has substantially
increased after the support program started in our
region. Distribution of food parcels provides con-
siderable support to our patients the vast majority
of whom represent socially disadvantaged popu-
lations. Support program motivates client to take
treatment more responsibly and we find it much
easier to invite patients for timely sputum control
and X-ray examination. Consequently we almost
don’t have treatment withdrawal cases.

The Objective of the research department is to
develop and implement scientific and innovative
research projects in the sphere of public health.

The following three researches were conduct-
edin 2015:

1. «Quality assessment of client management for
people who inject drugs in the Kyrgyz Republic».
Objective: to study the quality of client manage-
ment for people who inject drugs in Kyrgyzstan.
The total of 300 program clients were polled
under the “Bridging the gaps: health and rights
for key populations” Project.

2. Assessment of legal literacy of people who
inject drugs and observance of their constitu-
tional rights in state agencies of the Ministry of
Health and the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the
Kyrgyz Republic. Objective: to study the situation
on observance of constitutional rights of people
who inject drugs in relation to HIV prevention and
harm reduction in the civil society and in cooper-
ation with medical workers and law enforcement
officers.

3. Joint study of the Yale University and AFEW in
the KR in close cooperation with the State Ser-
vice on Penalty Execution of the Kyrgyz Repub-
lic “PUHLSE — Kyr: Assessment of health level
among prisoners in the Kyrgyz Republic”, phase
Il. Objective: to study situation on adherence

to the methadone substitution therapy among
prisoners in the detention and after release, to
identify factors that impact efficient implementa-
tion and continuum of care of the program before
and after release.
