Dear friends!

2016 became the third year of our independent
journey as a local organization. And once again our
team has proved that we are sustainable, efficient
and able to reach the goals set.

In 2016 our organization worked in the following ar-
eas: HIV prevention in penitentiary system; capacity
building for the Country Coordination Mechanism
for HIV and TB and support for its’ reform; commu-
nity mobilization for people who use drugs (PUD);
client management for female drug users; support
to the TB-service in Bishkek in ensuring controlled
multidrug resistant-TB treatment; facilitation of
dialogue between the civil society and law enforce-
ment officers on harm reduction programs; research
activities.

In 2016 our organization was the first to expand HIV
preventative services to open type settlement prison
facilities in the country. Together with the Bishkek
City AIDS Center we provide counseling on socially
significant diseases and offer HIV testing. We also
continued our work in supporting the Penal Medical
Service in achieving the 90-90-90 goal in prisons.
Peer counselors together with the prison social
workers ensure quality pre-testing counseling and
motivation for HIV testing for key populations in the
detainment settings. Regular meetings are held with
PLHIV in prisons to provide multidisciplinary support
and build adherence to ART.

Another challenge for us in the reporting year was

a new area of work — bringing back to treatment
patients with multidrug resistant tuberculosis in
Bishkek. The mentioned category of patients is par-
ticularly hard to work with and requires not only high
guality counseling but also comprehensive social
support to address the problems that made them
drop out of treatment.

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During the 5 months of work in 2016 near-patient
controlled treatment was organized for 28 patients
with multidrug resistant tuberculosis; 17 patients
with drug-sensitive tuberculosis (including 15 smear
positive patients) were brought back to controlled
treatment; 3 patients with HIV+tuberculosis co-infec-
tion started antiretroviral therapy.

Our organization is sensitive to the changing situa-
tion and provides response to negative develpments
like drug use among adolescence. Spread of new
psychoactive substances with pernicious influence
on the new generation became another challenge for
us. In 2016 we gathered partners for the first working
meeting to develop the theory of change on how to
work with under-aged drug users. The list of partici-
pants included representatives of state and non-gov-
ernmental organizations that provide medical and
social services for teenagers, juvenile police super-
visors, narcologists and psychologists from Bishkek
and Osh. The meeting resulted in development

of a strategic workplan for 2016-2017 to address

the problem of drug use among the under-aged in
Bishkek and Osh. Our efforts are aimed at creating

a system for comprehensive support for teenagers
who practice risky behavior and their parents.

We also continued our work in the sphere of com-
munity mobilization. Due to the active standpoint of
female leaders of the PUD community, our organi-
zation supported drawing up a regulatory document
to provide reproductive health services for drug
users. In 2016 the new clinical protocol on medical
support during pregnancy, labour and post-partum
period for women who use psychoactive substances
for all healthcare organizations was drawn up and
approved by the Expert Committee of the Kyrgyz
Ministry of Health.

Facilitating cooperation between Medical
Service of the State Service on Execution of
Punishment (hereinafter - “SSEP”), Republi-
can AIDS Center and Republican Narcology
Center

The Expert Working Group uniting three agencies
meets on the quarterly basis since 2014. The ma-
jor areas of work for 2016 include as follows:

- Instruction on implementation of methadone
substitution treatment and syringes exchange
programs in facilities of the State Service on
Penalty Execution under the Government of
Kyrgyzstan (hereinafter — “SSPE”) was drawn up
and approved by the Penal Order (ref.#138 dd
January 16, 2016). The document clearly defines
responsibilities of each penal officer in successful
HIV prevention. In April-May 2016 more than 400
non-medical officers were trained on the basic
provisions of the Instruction.

- Instruction on HIV and STlIs prevention, detec-
tion and treatment in facilities of the penitentiary
system was drawn up and approved by the Penal
Order (ref.#123 dd March 18, 2016). The Instruc-
tion introduces the basic provisions of the national
clinical protocols and regulatory documents on
HIV for prison doctors. The document was pre-
sented to prison doctors responsible for ART in
the first 6 months of 2016 during relevant train-
ings.

- Monitoring of services on treatment and care
for PLHIV in the SSEP by the Republican AIDS
Center.

The findings highlighted positive changes
achieved by the Penal Medical Service in the
sphere of HIV during the past year.

Capacity building

- 2 trainings on counseling for PLHIV on ART
took place in February and March of 2016. The
trainings intended to initiate close cooperation
between the social workers, psychologists and
doctors who work in the detainment. The partic-
ipants practiced their roles multidisciplinary sup-
port for PLHIV. Team-building components were
also included to the trainings to promote more
friendly cooperation between different services
inside prison.

- 2 trainings on medical support for PLHIV were
organized in April 2016. Doctors from prisons,
pre-trial detention centers and healthcare facili-
ties participated in the trainings and learnt basic
provisions of the HIV-related clinical protocols
and special needs of prisoners and former pris-
oners.

- 1 training on counseling services for PWID and
PLHIV in the detention was arranged for social
workers, peer consultants in December 2016.
The team obtained skills necessary for efficient
detection of new HIV cases and further support
for people living with HIV in prisons.

Study tours to exchange experience on HIV
prevention in Central Asia were supported by
the organization in spring 2016. Penal System
representatives visited Dushanbe, Tajikistan
and Almaty, Kazakhstan and hosted a meeting
for delegations from the mentioned countries to
discuss the problems, challenges and achieve-
ments in providing response to the epidemics in
prison settings.

Services for prisoners

In the period from January to May 2016 HIV
preventative activities were provided in 9 prison
facilities of Chuy province - ##1, 2, 3, 8, 16, 19,
27,31 and 47. The START Plus model included
the following components:

1. Mini-sessions on HIV reaching appr. 1 000
prisoners

In August 2016 the model of work was changed
significantly with the focus shifting from general

prevention to the ambitious 90-90-90 goal. The

number of the pilot facilities was reduced to four
(##2, 16, 31 and 47) with the following range of
services:

1. PWID recruiting to participate in the Project
services (by social workers and peer navigators)

2. Motivation for PWID to take HIV testing, group
pre-testing counseling by peer trainers. After
counseling the clients in two pilot facilities receive
vouchers for HIV testing in penal medical depart-
ments, in two other facilitates the clients are test-
ed by AFEW'’s certified peer consultant using the
GFATM-procured test kits. The total # of prisoners
tested (including those by referrals) in the period
from August to December 2016 is 527

3. Support to PLHIV at the stages of accepting
the diagnosis, getting prepared for treatment and
building adherence. Due to high numbers of viro-
logic treatment failure among prisoners the major
focus is made on adherence. The support team
includes a peer consultant, social workers and
AIDS Center doctor. The total # of clients reached
is 172.

In 2016 we also started working in the open type
prison facilities where prisoners often drop out of
the HIV prevention process. There are no medical
departments in the open type prisons. Prisoners
are supposed to seek support from civil health-
care organizations, which they often fail to get
because they don’t have ID-documents. Since
September 2016 AFEW'’s team started providing
pilot visits to the prison facilities of Chuy province
to organize HIV testing for those who want to
receive it. The total number of prisoners reached
was 175.

CouunanbHoe conpoBoOXaeHue

Our experience of work with key populations, in-
cluding drug users, sex workers and people in the
detianment settings demonstrates that positive
changes in their behavior are caused not only by
trainings and supply of necessary resources.

As a rule, key populations come across a complex
of social, medical, legal and psychological prob-
lems. Besides, health-related issues are left be-
hind various problems related to personal safety,
desire to get rid of permanent stress, hunger and
loneliness. To solve these problems our organiza-
tion employs client management as a tool for HIV
prevention. After dealing with basic problems, the
client manager obtains an opportunity to discuss
questions related to the client’s health. It is worth
mentioning that after satisfying the basic needs,
the client makes an independent decision to make
his and her behavior safer.

In the period from January 1, 2016 to December
31, 2016 the sub-grantees reached 3 192 drug
users, including 1759 persons who enrolled to the
client management program.

The age breakdown of the client is as follows:
aged 18-30 - 23,4% aged 31-40 - 38,9% aged 41-
50 - 30,1%, and 50 years and up- 7,6%.

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17086 services were provided to the drug users
in 2016. The majority of drug users in the Kyr-
gyz Republic are males, therefore the number
of males reached is two times higher than the
number of female reach (68,3% and 31,7% ac-
cordingly).

Favourable conditions to ensure access to
females who use drugs were created, including
two social centers for women. The centers help to
provide the gender-sensitive solution for women’s
problems: temporary housing, food, hygienic sup-
plies, motivation for HIV and STI testing, access
to services of gynecologist, narcologist and etc,
peer trainings and informational support in terms
of HIV/AIDS, reproductive health, substitution
treatment. “Baby corners” are equipped in each
center and client management is offered for preg-
nant drug users. The counselors provide informa-
tion on HIV and safe behavior, support in building
inner capacity of women that would help them to
better control their lives.

Very soon | ran
out of money. | couldn’t find more and my part-
ner walked out on me. | started relationships
with another man, but he also used drugs and
it started all over again until he went to jail.

Later | met a friend. We used to inject
together. And she told me about PF “Podruga”
that helps people like me.

| came to the community center, enrolled
to the program. The staff gave me information
about the program rules and provided basic
support: temporary housing and food. Then
| was referred to the methadone program. |
have been on treatment for a year. | am slowly
decreasing the dosage, coming to my senses.

At the center | received all the necessary
information on various infectious diseases —
HIV, TB, STls and hepatitis, routes of their
transmission and prevention rules. | was also
tested for the infectious diseases. A legal
consultant Tomina Tatyana came to the center
and provided legal counseling for me.

| also started attending self-support
groups and met other dependent women with
similar problems. | understood that | could
change my life if | have will and support from
the important people in my life. | attend the
group meetings regularly so that | wouldn’t
sink back to my past. | found job, rented an
apartment and took my kids back from my
mom. And | don’t even think about drugs.
Now | am happy to be sober, be around my
kids.

I am really thankful to the social workers
for support and help which | received during
my trying hour.

The above platforms perform duplicating functions
and narrow objectives. l.e., the CCM considers
HIV and TB issues only in relation to the grant

of the Global Fund to Fight HIV, TB and Malaria
(hereinafter — “GFATM”).

To optimize coordination mechanisms and create
a united, efficient and sustainable coordination
structure to provide management for HIV and TB
programs AFEW-Kyrgyzstan provides technical
support to the Ministry of Health in reforming the
CCM and integrating it to the CCPH. The support
includes the following areas:

Assessment of capacity and needs of the
Country Coordination Committee to fight HIV/
AIDS, tuberculosis and malaria under the Kyr-
gyz Government.

The assessment defined the CCM training needs
and major performance gaps. Based on the
findings a Capacity building plan was drawn up
for two CCM committees (the oversight committee
and resource mobilization committee) and the
CCM Secretariat.

Active involvement of the civil society to per-
formance of the CCM as the CCPH substruc-
ture.

In 2015 the CCM resolved to integrate to the
CCPH. But it was important to keep the major
GFATM requirements to the country coordination
mechanisms:

Based on the above it was important to change
the CCPH Regulations. In August 2016
AFEW-Kyrgyzstan hired two consultants from

the civil society who drew up the package of
documents and the structure of the integrated
CCPH model in accordance with the GFATM
requirements and reflecting the role of the civil
sector. The package of documents was discussed
with the ample range of stakeholders during the
partnership meetings with the civil sector in the
southern and northern region. Online discussion
was arranged using the Country dialog platform,
further dialogue took place during various expert
meetings with participation of the legal consultant
from the CCM and specialists from the Govern-
ment Office, the Ministry of Justice, the Ministry
of Health. The documents were handed over to
the legal consultant for further development of
the statutory base regulating the CCM and CCPH
operations.

Building capacity of the CCM to fight HIV, TB
and Malaria

In the past three years many new members came
to the CCM who didn’t participate in any trainings
related to the regulatory documents, procedure
and internal rules of the CCM. This situation had
negative impact on their performance as the CCM
members.

Based on the above mentioned capacity building
plan, the training on the CCM regulatory basis
was arranged for 25 CCM members. The feed-
back from the participants showed that after the
training the CCM members could better under-
stand their role and procedure requirements.

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HIV prevention among adolescents /

Promoting healthy lifestyles among adolescents
and young people is not only an important task,
but also a key factor for wellbeing of the state
and society. Adolescents undoubtedly represent a
specific sub-population and the state of health in
in this sub-population serves as a “barometer” for
social and economic prosperity, level of health-
care services and an indicator for development
perspectives and the level of the health of nation
in the upcoming years.

That is why it was essential to introduce new
approaches or improve existing practices related
to working with adolescents who use psycho-
active substances or are exposed to higher risk
of using psychoactive substances. From 8th to
11th of August 2016 AFEW-Kyrgyzstan held a
working meeting on the theory of change on how
to work with underaged drug users. The meeting
gathered representatives of state and non-gov-
ernmental medical and social service providers,
juvenile police supervisors, narcologists and
psychologists that work with the target group in
the cities of Bishkek and Osh.

The meeting resulted in drawing up a strate-

gic 2016-2017 workplan for activities related to
underaged drug users in Bishkek and Osh. The
strategic plan will launch in 2017 and the first step
will be to draw up the Concept for comprehensive
services for underaged drug users, create the
partnership network and build capacity of relevant
service providers.

Besides, AFEW-Kyrgyzstan provided a range of
the World AIDS Day events for young people:

1. On 4th of December AFEW-Kyrgyzstan togeth-
er with PU “Kyrgyz Indigo” and Bishkek Debate
Center organized the Safety Cup Debates for
students in Bishkek. 24 teams participated. The
following resolutions were suggested: stigma and
discrimination towards PLHIV, pros and cons of
the OST program and etc.

AFEW-Kyrgyzstan continues cooperation with the
Ministry of Internal Affairs (hereinafter — MIA) in
terms of implementation of the State HIV pro-
gram. In 2016 the organization decided to support
the Ministry of Internal Affairs in reforming the law
enforcement officers and delivered a series of
trainings for law enforcement system on imple-
mentation of the Guidelines on HIV prevention for
authorized officers from the internal affairs, drug
control and punishment execution agencies in the
Kyrgyz Republic that interact with the vulnerable
populations (hereinafter — the Guidelines). Anoth-
er series of trainings was provided for AIDS-ser-
vice organizations and the topic was “How to
build partnership with law enforcement agencies”.
During the trainings social and outreach workers
learnt how to build efficient partnership with police
and what was essential to successfully communi-
cate and cooperate. Many participants admitted
that they learnt basic provisions on the Law “On
police” for the first time and got more clear under-
standing of the police duties and responsibilities.
Informational sessions on police reform were
delivered by police colonel, PhD Alieva Gulsara
Midinovna. She introduced new tools for assess-
ing efficiency of police activities, including internal
assessment tools that can be used by civil society
organizations during monitoring visits, various
studies. She also expressed her hope that the
MIA would consider external reports by civil soci-
ety organizations seriously. The major message
of the training was to change the attitude of the
society to the police from negative to positive and
that only through constant support and coopera-
tion with the law enforcement agencies we could
promote development of the law-based state.

In 2016 we also conducted monitoring visits on
the Guidelines implementation in the following
towns: Talas, Balykchy, Karakol, Naryn, Tokmok,
Batken, Osh and Kara Suu.

resentatives. In each town the monitoring site
group visited town police departments to arrange
mini-sessions on HIV and provide further polls for
the policemen. After each monitoring visit there
was a meeting of the Commission on the Guide-
lines implementation. It gathered local police
departments representatives, monitoring group
members, AIDS Centers, Narcology Centers and
AIDS-service NGOs. It is worth mentioning that
regular moniroting visits and further discussion of
the findings during the local Commission meet-
ings and at the MIA promote positive changes.
Thus, the 2015 monitoring revealed low level of
the Guidelines implementation in Batken, while
in 2016 the same region demonstrated the best
awareness level on HIV, post-exposure preven-
tion, gender issues and overall Guidelines imple-
mentation. The positive change became possible
due to team work of the police officer responsible
for combat training, medical specialist of Batken
police department and doctor from the Batken
AIDS Center, who provided regular training for
police officers based on the Guidelines.

For the 4th year we work closely with the MIA
Academy and the year 2016 was not an ex-
ception. In the reporting year we organized the
debate tournament for the students of the Acade-
my to increase their motivation to study the harm
reduction courses. Successful event was possible
due to cooperation with the International Educa-
tion and Debate Academy. The event intended
not only to equip the students with the major de-
bate techniques but also to give them information
on HIV/AIDS, harm reduction programs, efficient
methods of HIV prevention among key popula-
tions in Kyrgyzstan, stigma and discrimination
and gender-based violence. The method allows
to get future police officers prepared for lawful
cooperation with the key populations in terms of
HIV prevention.

In 2016 AFEW-Kyrgyzstan launched a new direc-
tion of work with drug users - community mobi-
lization and capacity building. The first step was
to hold a Dialogue Platform (July 20-23 2016) for
leaders of drug users community.

The Dialogue Platform was arranged in the form
of a structured discussion aimed at designing a
development strategy for drug users community.
The Platform meeting gathered the community
leaders who work in AIDS-service organizations
and included both experienced and new commu-
nity members. Joint efforts to strengthen, mobilize
and develop the community of people who use
drugs were planned. The discussions helped to
solve a range of problems including communi-
cations in the community, regional cooperation,
interaction with state and donor organizations.

The Dialogue Platform allowed to exchange
experience, build linkages, plans, divide respon-
sibilities and set timelines. The new participants
mentioned that they gained better understanding
of the situation in the community, drug politics,
and the role of the community in the country.

The participants decided to create a Coordination
Council of PUD community. The Council provides
technical support to our organization in the course
of developing and planning activities for PUD.

Apart from the strategic plan, the participants
drew up the training plan for themselves. The
following trainings were provided:

Starting from August 2016 AFEW-Kyrygzstan
together with the Bishkek City TB Center started
working to prevent the spread of drug-resistant
tuberculosis and decrease MDR-TB incidence
and mortality related to the disease. The base-
line was 16% of patients with drug-resistant TB
getting lost for follow-up and withdrawing from
controlled TB treatment. Our goal was to de-
crease this indicator to 10% in 2016-2017.

We work in three major focus areas to achieve
the goal, including:

- Support groups for patients with low adher-
ence level to drug-resistant TB treatment. The
meetings are organized in the form of Patient
School lessons that help us to give information
related to necessity of treatment adherence to
the patients and their relatives. The number of
participants totaled 96 patients.

- Individual work with patients who withdrew
from drug-resistant TB treatment. The organi-
zation searched for such patients, provided in-
formational services for them and their families,
and motivated them to get back to treatment.
17 patients with drug-resistant treatment were
brought back to treatment, including 15 smear
positive patients, 3 patients with HIV/TB co-in-
fection started antiretroviral therapy, 5 patients
with XDR-TB received medical counseling
regarding the new treatment scheme (Bedaqui-
linum)

- Home delivery of medications to patients with
drug-resistant TB, who receive treatment at
home due to poor health conditions and family
circumstances in Bishkek. Daily delivery of med-
ications and controlled-treatment was organized
for 28 patients. In case of side effects relevant
medications were delivered to the patients ac-
cording to the prescription by the doctor.

Assessment of implementation of the Guide-
lines on HIV prevention by authorized state
agencies of internal affairs, drug control and
execution of punishment that interact with
key populations in the Kyrgyz Republic

Objective: assessment of the Guidelines imple-
mentation with a special focus on case studies
of discrimination and law violations against key
populations (PWID, SW) by law enforcement
agencies.

Methodology: anonymous interview of 800
PWID using a structured questionnaire.
Implementation period: April - June 2016
Geographical scope: cities of Bishkek, Osh,
Kara Suu, Tokmok, Karakol, Jalalalabad.
Findings: 800 respondents participated in

the assessment in 6 cities of the northern and
southern regions of the country, including 409
(51%) clients of the syringes exchange program,
122 (15%) clients of the OST program and 269
(34%) clients of the harm reduction service
points. The breakdown by gender is as follows:
males — 663 (83%) and females — 137 (17%).

The assessment demonstrated high level of
discrimination and frequent violation of rights

of PWID by police officers. Thus 625 (73%,
n=800) respondents reported negative experi-
ence during interaction with the law enforcement
officers. According to the Graph 1 almost every
second respondent (42%, n=800) experienced
unlawful detainment more than 3 times in the
last 6 months, while police search during arrest
was carried out without witnesses (Mo=6).
Comparative analysis showed that the “rough-
est” areas are Karakol (100%, n=40), Osh (88%,
n=199) and Bishkek (86%, n=361). More favor-
able environment can be found in Tokmok (25%,
n=100) and Jalalabad (50,3%, n=59). Gender
breakdown shows that male drug users tend to
experience negative attitude from the side of law
enforcement officers more often than females
(43% vs 33%).

The poll included a question on the place of work
of those policemen who violated rights of key
populations and it turned out that 45% of viola-
tions were made by officers from the drug control
department and 43% of violations — by the crime
detection department. Extreme cases of infringe-
ment of law were also reported, i.e. planting drugs
and/or other prohibited items on the respondents
141 respondents (22%, n=620) reported that they
had become victims of police with 53% saying
that heroin was planted on them by policemen.
469 (75%, n=625) respondents said that they
were requested to give false evidence against
people who surround them. 217 (35%, n=625)
respondents were forced to testify against them-
selves. Around 98% (n=800) of respondents
reported no experience of positive communication
and never received any information about HIV,
ways of its prevention and AIDS-service organiza-
tion from police officers. Only 9% of respondents
ventured to counteract the situation and only 48%
of them made such efforts. Therefore, the find-
ings suggest that the spread of police violations
against human rights and discrimination remains
high.
