Dear friends!

Every year | am proud and excited to prepare the
introduction to the annual report of our organiza-
tion. It is the time to look back and analyze the
achievements, results and successes and think
about the plans to overcome existing barriers.

In 2017 our organization continued providing HIV
prevention in the penitentiary system, among
people who use drugs, young people and its
work on promoting access to timely detection
and treatment of drug-resistant tuberculosis.

We worked in four prison facilities and provided
pre-test counselling for 1250 prisoners, of whom
950 took HIV test and learnt their results. More
than 200 prisoners and former prisoners living
with HIV received support and peer-to-peer
counselling.

In the past year our organization together with
the Bishkek City TB Center conducted significant
work to find the TB-patients who withdrew from
treatment and helped 76 patients to return to
treatment. 12 of them have already successfully
completed their treatment. For 114 home-bound
patients on out-of-hospital treatment stage (bed
patients, patients with HIV+TB co-infection,
mothers of many children, women in late preg-
nancy and post-partum period) directly observed
treatment was organized directly at their homes.

New area of work on economic empowerment
of vulnerable women became a new challenge
for us. Under financial support of UN Women we
provided support to 172 women in the cities of
Bishkek and Osh in 2017. 73 of them participat-
ed in personal development series of trainings,
46 — in economic independency trainings, which
aimed to increase financial awareness of women

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and help them to develop individual plans. The
trainings resulted in development of 43 business
plans.

In 2017 our organization continued its work to im-
prove public health coordination mechanisms in
the sphere of HIV and TB in the Kyrgyz Republic.
In order to promote a unified structure of HIV and
TB programs management we provided support
to the Ministry of Health in reforming the Country
Coordination Mechanism (CCM) and integrating
it to the Coordination Council on Public Health
(CCPH). The joint efforts resulted in designing
the new CCPH Regulations, which reformed

the CCM to become the HIV and TB Committee
under the CCPH. The document was approved
by the Government Order as of May 11, 2017.
Moreover, we provided 4 capacity-building
trainings for the CCM members and alternates

in order to increase the efficiency of the CCM.
Monitoring site-visits to the regional coordination
committees helped us to find the major gaps in
their work and develop a plan for increasing their
capacity.

One of the successful practices was our work
with HIV-positive women. Multidisciplinary team
of the Social Bureau, which was launched to-
gether with one of our long-time partners — Bish-
kek City AIDS Center — provided client manage-
ment services for 159 women. Joint efforts of
doctor, peer consultant, psychologist and social
worker resulted in increased adherence to an-
tiretroviral therapy. In 2017 the multi-disciplinary
team provided care for 12 pregnant women living
with HIV. 9 of these women gave birth and 7
new-born babies were diagnosed HIV-negative.

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One of the most important achievements of our
Research Department was a large-scale study
on prevalence of psycho-active substances use
among adolescents in the Kyrgyz Republic in
2017 (ESPAD). The findings demonstrated that
28.6% of young people aged 15-16 had experi-
ence of smoking cigarettes at least once in the
lifetime. 2.2% of adolescents tried marijuana

or cannabis at least once. Though the findings
demonstrated that prevalence of psycho-active
substances use among young people is lower
than in the European countries, it is necessary
to provide interventions to prevent use of psy-
cho-active substances among young people.

In 2017 our organization together with the
Republican Narcology Center and the Minis-

try of Health designed Clinical Guidelines “On
psychological and behavioural disorders caused
by use of new psycho-active substances in

kids and adolescents. Diagnostics, treatment
and prevention”, which were approved by the
Ministry of Health. Together with the Kyrgyz
State Medical Institute for Post-Graduates we
developed a training module and delivered two
trainings for narcologists and teen narcologists.
Experts from the Mayor’s Office, Department for
Education, Department for Social Development,
Juvenile Affairs inspectorate and our representa-
tives put their heads together in order to design
the Concept of comprehensive services for the
under-aged users of psycho-active substances.
The Concept is planned to become a part of the
Comprehensive City Program on prevention of
delinquencies and crimes among the under-aged
for 2018-2020, which is to be approved by the
Bishkek City Parliament in the first quarter of
2018.

In 2017 we completed our long-term work with
law enforcement officers. Regular trainings of
policemen on the Guidelines on HIV prevention
for law enforcement agencies counteracting with
the key populations, monitoring of implementa-
tion of the Guidelines born fruit. In 2016 73% of
NSP and OST clients reported negative experi-
ences with law enforcement officers, in 2017 this
number dropped down to 35%.

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There is also a tendency for decrease in the number
of violations: only 9% of respondents in 2017 told us
about regular police arrests, and in 2015 almost one
of two respondents (42%) reported illegal arrests
(without legal grounds) and police searches without
witnesses.

cooperation.

Health of adolescents and young people is one of
todays’ main challenges because these groups of
population are most affected by socially negative
impact of environment and society.

Increasing use of new drugs is a serious medical
and social problem not only in the Kyrgyz Repub-
lic, but all around the globe. In Kyrgyzstan the
first cases of new drugs abuse were registered in
2013 and their number has been increasing since
then. Chemical composition of new psycho-active
substances can be changed, which becomes a
barrier for their detection in body fluids and for
legislative ban of their turnover. In foreign and
local literature there is very few data on poison-
ing by new psycho-active substances, including
the clinical picture, diagnostics and treatment.
The information about the consequences of their
long-term use and abstinence syndrome is also
lacking.

That is why in 2017 PF “AIDS Foundation East-
West in the Kyrgyz Republic” supported creation
of the Clinical Guidelines “On psychical and
behavioral disorders associated with the use of
new psycho-active substances in kids and teen-
agers. Diagnostics, treatment and prevention”,

which were endorsed by the Expert Council under

the Ministry of Health and approved by the Order
ref#584 as of June 26, 2017. The Clinical Guide-
lines provide instructions for timely detection, first
aid and unified system of prevention and treat-
ment of new psycho-active substances abuse
among children and teenagers. The training
modules for lectures and students were devel-
oped to introduce the Guidelines. In December
2017 two trainings were held for instructors of all
branches of the Kyrgyz State Medical Institute
for Post-Graduates, narcologists and adolescent
doctors, reaching 42 participants.

In order to organize and improve work with ado-
lescents in Bishkek a working group consisting of
the representatives of the Republican Narcology
Center, Mayor’s office, Education Department,
Social Development department, Juvenile Affairs
Inspectorate of the MIA, The working group drew
up the Concept of comprehensive package of
services for the under-aged who use psychoac-
tive substances, which is planned to become a
part of the Comprehensive City Program on pre-
vention of delinquencies and crimes among the
under-aged for 2018-2020. The Comprehensive
City Program will be considered by the Bishkek
City Parliament in the first quarter of 2018. AFEW
started capacity building interventions for the
specialists that work with the target group as part
of the Concept plan.

In the period from November 29, 2017 till De-
cember 1, 2017 our organization held a training
for 23 district juvenile inspectors in Bishkek,
which was dedicated to drug user prevention
among at-risk youth. The participants learnt the
types of psycho-active substances, their effect on
young people, discussed the specific features of
psychological and physical development of older
children and symptoms of drug abuse.

On 12th and 13th of December AFEW held a
training on drug use prevention among adoles-
cents for 22 social counselors from the Education
Department of the Bishkek city Mayor’s office.
During the training the social counselors learnt
about the types of psycho-active substances, dis-
cussed in details the problem of pharmacy drugs
and inhalators and symptoms of drug abuse
among adolescents. The trainings also focused
on importance of interagency cooperation and
coordination of joint efforts, which can help to
protect the adolescents from negative effects of
psychoactive substances.

The first day of December is the World AIDS Day.
We held a number of events for young people

to draw their attention to HIV epidemic and give
them information about the risk factors.

1. On November 26 there was a debate tourna-
ment for more than 20 teams of schoolchildren
and students from Bishkek. The event was orga-
nized together with the Republican AIDS Center.
The participants discussed the problem of stigma
and discrimination faced by HIV-positive people,

In 2017 PF “AIDS Foundation East-West in the
Kyrgyz Republic” launched a new direction of
work — economic empowerment of vulnerable
women in order to promote gender equality and
decrease poverty among women in difficult situa-
tions. The program focuses on the key population
groups, including women living with HIV, mothers
of HIV-positive children, mothers of children with
disabilities, victims of gender-based violence,
female partners of drug users, female former
prisoners. We offer a comprehensive step-by-step
program to the beneficiaries.

At the first stage of the programm our organiza-
tion helps women to increase access to medical,
social, legal and employment services using the
client-oriented case management tool. 33 social
workers from non-governmental and govern-
mental organizations were trained on the basic
principles of case management and motivational
interviewing for vulnerable women.

The client management specialists offer thorough
support and help to the beneficiaries in solving
their basic problems which negatively affect the
quality of their lives, give information about exist-
ing social services rendered by governmental and
non-governmental organizations, refer women to
the partner providers depending on their needs,
give counselling sessions on employment and
motivate women to overcome difficulties in their
lives. In the first 5 months of work (from August

to December 2017) support was rendered to 172
women, including 50 single mothers, 37 victims of
gender-based violence, 18 drug users in remis-
sion, 17 mothers of children with disabilities, 16
women living with HIV, 14 female partners of drug
users, 9 women with disabilities, 7 mothers of HIV
positive children and 4 females released from
prisons.

At the second stage we offer women to participate
in the personal development trainings, which in-
tend to build their personal capacities. The topics
cover communication skills, self-presentation and

ment techniques. We held 3 trainings in the city
of Bishkek, 1 in Osh city and 1 in Aravan village
in the Osh region, reaching 73 participants of the
client management program.

46 women continued the training cycle and
participated in the next stage trainings — eco-
nomic independence trainings which intend to
build financial literacy of the participants, help
them to set financial goals and develop individual
business-plans. Four trainings were held (two in
Bishkek, one in Osh and one in Aravan) and 43
business plans were developed. The business
ideas of women are related to such entrepreneur-
ship spheres as sewing, cooking, beauty and
health, poultry farming.

At the final state all participants of the training
are encouraged to present their business plans
to the Grant Commission and be awarded with a
mini-grant in the form of equipment and materials
needed for the start-up. As of December 2017

15 women received sewing machines, cooking
equipment, materials for make-up, hair and nail
styling. All the grantees receive technical support
and counselling on business development by our
business-expert.

In 2017 our organization continued its work to
improve healthcare coordination mechanisms in
the spheres of HIV and TB in the Kyrgyz Republic.
In order to create a unified coordination structure
to manage HIV and TB-related programs in the
country AFEW supported the Ministry of Health in
reforming of the Country Coordination Mechanism
(CCM) and integrating it to the Coordination Coun-
cil on Public Health (CCPH). The joint activities
resulted in designing the new CCPH regulations
and reform of the CCM to become the HIV and
TB Committee under the CCPH. The regulations
were approved by the Kyrgyz Government as of
May 11, 2017.

The activities intended to ensure ample engage-
ment of the civil society to the decision-making
process (after the CCM reform the share of the
civil sector representatives in the HIV and TB
Committee became 40%), and to build capacity
of the coordination agencies members in order to
eliminate identified gaps through trainings:

Training for civil society representatives,
which aimed to build capacity of the new Country
Coordination Mechanism members from the civil
society. The agenda covered the following topics:
efficient decision-making processes, principles
and barriers to cooperation and communications
of the Country Coordination Mechanism mem-
bers, political advocacy tools, cooperation with
governmental agencies, public speeches and
efficient work with mass media in order to draw at-
tention to public health problems and to decrease
existing stigma and discrimination.

In the reporting period PF “AIDS Foundation
East-West in the Kyrgyz Republic” also arranged
monitoring visits to the regions in order to pro-
vide rapid assessment of the local coordination
committees’ work and technical support. The
findings identified major obstacles to successful
implementation of the State HIV and TB programs
in the regions. Our organization gave its’ recom-
mendations to improve the work of the regional
coordination committees and designed a capacity
building plan for them.

HIV prevention among prisoners was the very first
direction of work for AFEW in Kyrgyzstan, which
has been implemented since 2005.

Today the goal is to provide a comprehensive
package of HIV prevention, treatment and care
services for key populations in the detainment
settings and after release in order to reach the
90-90-90 goal.

The organization works in 4 penitentiary facilities
of the country, including the female prison and
two prison hospitals - NeNe2, 16, 31 n 47.

1250 prisoners received pre-test counselling
on HIV, of whom 950 were tested for HIV and
knew their results.

The maijor target group for information activities
was people who use drugs. The clients were re-
cruited at the harm reduction stations, quarantine
and through outreach activities of peer naviga-
tors.

The information services included motivation to
take the HIV testing and peer-to-peer pre-test-
ing counselling provided by AFEW. Those who
wanted to take the test could do it immediately at
the same location. The test kits supplied by the
GFATM were used.

More than 200 prisoners and former prisoners
living with HIV received help and peer sup-
port.

The activity intended to provide reliable informa-
tion on HIV, help the client to accept the status,
to make a conscious decision to start treatment
and to build adherence. The peer consultants are
PLHIV who have personal experience of living
with HIV in prison and know at first hand about
the difficulties the clients have to face. Such
experiences enable them to provide psycho-

Moreover, peer consultants set
positive examples of adherence to treatment and
inspire people, which is very important in view of
widespread myths about HIV in prisons.

«8 years ago in prison | was really hurt that
people didn’t want to sit at the same table,
speak and shake hands with me. One day

| stood up and said openly: “Yes, | am HIV
positive. And people can live with HIV. If you
don’t believe me, here are some books that
you need to read!”. Soon after this situation

| became a peer navigator and helped the
social worker to hold the mutual support group
meetings. External doctors, psychologists,
peer consultants started coming to work with
people living with HIV. For me and several
more HIV-positive women from the prison such
support was the only motivation to believe
that we can live happy lives despite of our HIV
status”

One of the serious factors that negatively affects
adherence to treatment is lack of trust to prison
doctors. That is why building successful communi-
cations between the clients and medical officers is
an important task of the program. The consultants
act as intermediaries and with clear written con-
sent of the clients they get their medical informa-
tion, including the VL count and CD4 count from
the doctors. During the counseling sessions they
explain the results and their meaning to the clients
in the easy-to-understand manner.

First couple of months after release are consid-
ered to be critical in terms of treatment interrup-
tion (ART, OST, TB-treatment), relapse to drug
use, overdoses and repeated crimes. The reason
is that people after release face a wide range of
problems. Many of them have no place to go, no
documents, no money and no support. In such
situations continuity of treatment moves to the
bottom of their list of priorities. Transitional client
management program was designed to help such
people. It starts two months before release and
continues for 4-6 months after. After release the
clients are met at the gate of the facility and social
workers help them to solve their social problems
and link them up to available service providers.

“When prison doctors told me about my HIV
status, | withdrew into myself and didn’t want
to hear anything about HIV. Only after release
AFEW'’s peer team managed to find the right
approach to change my mind. | felt that they
really cared. For the first months after release
they helped me with everything that | needed.
Jenya’s (AFEW'’s peer consultant) example
inspired me to start treatment three years after
| was diagnosed. Today my viral load is unde-
tectable, | have a girlfriend and confidence in
better future”

More than 120 medical and non-medical offi-
cers from the penal system and other service
providers for prisoners and former prisoners
were trained on HIV prevention, detection,
treatment, care and support.

In April 2017 mini-sessions were held for 100
non-medical officers on penal statutory basis of
the Kyrgyz Penal System in the sphere of HV and
harm reduction.

In May 2017 the training on saliva express testing
for HIV was held.

Since 2012 PF “AIDS Foundation East-West in
the Kyrgyz Republic” supports operations of two
centers for women who use drugs in two major
cities of the country: Bishkek and Osh. The work
is provided in cooperation with the non-govern-
mental organizations “Asteriya” and “Podruga”.
In March 2017 our organization also launched a
Social Bureau in the Bishkek City AIDS Center
that offers support for women living with HIV.

The Centers intend to provide a comprehensive
gender-sensitive response to the problems of
women who use drugs. They provide temporary
housing, meals, hygienic items; the services
include motivation of women to take HIV and
STls testing, arranging access to gynaecologists,
narcologists and other medical specialists, peer-
to-peer counseling, raising awareness about HIV/
AIDS, reproductive health and substitution ther-
apy. The centers also offer client management
for pregnant women who use drugs and have
special children corners. The consultants give
sessions on HIV and safer behaviour, provide
support to develop inner capacity and strength of
the women so that they could better control their
own lives, combat layered discrimination and
assert their rights. Besides the work is based on
the “peer-to-peer” principle that allows to engage
representatives of key populations to all stages
of the program implementation and establish
communications between women who need our
support and the staff. The methods of work of the
centers include client management, motivational
interviewing, engagement of family and friends,
shaping demand for services, social escort.

The Social Bureau works to increase women’s
access to quality HIV, TB and STI prevention,
treatment care and support, as well as to the re-
productive health services. The staff of the Bish-
kek City AIDS Center works in close cooperation
with the multi-disciplinary team of the Social

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Bureau, which consists of a peer consultant,
social worker, psychologist and gynaecologist.
Weekly self-support groups, peer-to-peer coun-
selling and professional psychological counselling
help women to accept their status and live their
lives to the fullest. As a consequence the level of
adherence to treatment is increased, as well as
social adaptation of women living with HIV.

Social Bureau specialists refer women living with
HIV who need medical support to friendly special-
ists and provide access to further services, includ-
ing ultrasound scans and laboratory diagnostics.
In 2017 the gynaecologist of the Social Bureau
provided care for 12 pregnant women living with
HIV, of whom 9 women gave birth to babies in
2017. Preliminary HIV tests showed that 7 new-
borns were HIV-negative.

The Centers and the Social Bureau are unique
for our country, they promote decrease of risky
behaviour, increase of access to service on HIV,
tuberculosis, sexual and reproductive health. 681
women received 9720 services in the centers
and the social bureau, including 522 female drug
users and 159 women living with HIV.

To increase the scope and quality of services
for women who use drugs PF “AIDS Foundation
East-West in the Kyrgyz Republic” supported
creation of the Clinical Guidelines on manage-
ment of pregnancy, labour and post-natal period
in women who use psycho-active substances.
The working group of experts was created con-
sisting of a narcologyst, a gynaecologist, evi-
dence-based medicine specialist, representative
of the community of women who use drugs. In
January 2017 the Guidelines were approved by
the Order of the Ministry of Health for mandatory
use by all medical specialists.

To ensure successful integration of the Guide-
lines to the daily clinical practices and adequate
interpretation of the document, the Kyrgyz State
Medical Institute for Post-Graduates developed
methodical manuals for trainers and participants.
The next step was to hold a series of cascade
trainings for 100 specialists, reaching general
practitioners, gynaecologists from maternity
hospitals and gynaecology clinics, lecturers from
the Kyrgyz State Medical Institute for Post-Grad-
uates. 80% of the trainings participants

Since 2016 AFEW-Kyrgyzstan supports the
Dialogue Platform for leaders of the drug users
community. The Dialogue Platform is a structured
discussion that intends to create the community
development strategy. In 2017 the meeting of
the Dialogue Platform took place on 1st and 2nd
of August. The participants included the experi-
enced and trained community leaders alongside
with the new activists. In the course of the two
days group discussions we could notice difficul-
ties with communication and cooperation of the
participants. However, the group participants
were active in discussing the most acute prob-
lems and learnt how to support each other in dis-
tribution of responsibilities for the events planned.
In small groups and during panel discussions the
participants demonstrated deep understanding
of the community’s problems and willingness to
make their contribution to solve these problems.
Heterogenity of the group enabled new partici-
pants to ask questions and pick up best practices
from more experienced leaders.

Another meeting of the Dialogue Platform allowed
to clarify the joint directions of work aimed on
strengthening, mobilization and development of
the community of people who use drugs. The
discussions helped to resolve some problems
related to communications, regional cooperation,
and interaction with governmental and donor
organizations.

The following trainings were held for the Dialogue
Platform members in accordance with the ca-
pacity building plan, which was drawn up by the
community leaders:

1. On 14-16 of June the training on negotia-
tions skills was held in order to increase com-
municative competences and give knowledge
on successful negotiations practices that could
be used by the community members in their
daily work. 21 participants learnt how to shape
confident behaviour, efficiently use communica-
tion techniques to achieve their goals, practiced

mental negotiator skills needed in their profes-
sional activity. The training was held by a con-
sultant on negotations and conflict mitigation.

2. On 2-5 of August the professional and emo-
tional burnout syndrome prevention training
was held. Daily routine of NGOs, interaction
with the key populations, conflict situations,
non-constructive communications, lack of time
management skills, co-dependence, passive
attitude, inability to demonstrate feelings and
emotions, abundance of urgent tasks, lack

of sense of safety at the workplace, lack of
meaningful results — all these factors expose
NGO employees to daily stress and might
result in professional and emotional burnout.
During the training we diagnosed the emo-
tional state of each participant and provided
tailored burnout syndrome techniques. Those
who needed individual psychological counsel-
ling were also able to receive it. The number
of participants was 17.

3. On 20-21 of December the training on
increasing drug users’ legal culture was held.
The training was organized because the drug
users community needed information about
the new Code on Offences and the new Crimi-
nal Code, with a special focus on drug-related
offences and crimes. Both Codes will come
into effect in 2019. The participants learnt
about the new fines for drug use, discussed
the situations when drug users’ can be de-
prived of freedom and when their freedom
might be restricted, how the community can
make changes to the Codes and etc. The
training also gave an overview of informational
and legal systems which can provide further
data and give access to legal documents
needed in their daily work. The training was
held by a lawyer and reached 18 people.

In 2017 AFEW-Kyrgyzstan continued its partner-
ship with the City TB Center in order to prevent
spread of drug-resistant TB, decrease its’ inci-
dence and mortality rates through providing uni-
versal access to modern diagnostics and quality
treatment.

The program included three basic directions:

1. One of the major focus areas was to seek for
patients who withdrew from treatment, detect
the reasons behind each treatment withdrawal,
address existing problems and motivate patients
to return to treatment (including patients with
treatment withdrawal period from 2 to 7 weeks).
In the period from August 2016 to December
2017 the number of patients who withdrew from
treatment in Bishkek totalled 171.

The provided activities resulted in 76 patients
returning to treatment.

12 patients successfully completed treatment, 36
patients continue treatment.

The reasons for treatment withdrawal include
internal and external migration, drug and alcohol
abuse, side effects of drug-resistant TB treat-
ment, social problems.

2. Directly observed treatment was organized for
home-bound patients on out-of-hospital stage of
treatment (bed patients, patients with HIV+TB

co-infection, mothers with many children, women

in late pregnancy and during post-partum period).

AFEW’s case managers were responsible for
home delivery of medications and directly ob-
served treatment, visiting patients 6 times per
week. Moreover, case managers provided
informational sessions for patients with drug-re-
sistant tuberculosis and their immediate circle.
The results of the informational sessions were
measured with specific questionnaires. The case
managers also registered side effects and deliv-
ered medications necessary for their manage-
ment. Therefore, the case managers acted as

The workload per one case manager was 8
patients per day. The program had 4 case
managers and one social worker in Bishkek. The
program reached 114 patients with home-based
DOT therapy in the course of its’ implementa-
tion.

Digital technologies were used for the first

time in Kyrgyzstan for organization of directly
obeserved treatment (WhatsApp). 12 home-
bound patients received DOT using digital
technologies. 9 of them still continue to receive
treatment, 2 patients successfully completed
treatment and 1 patient was transferred to a
local family clinic after improvement of his health
condition.

3. Group Patient School mini-sessions for DR-
TB patients for DR-TB patients who had missed
several doses of treatment in the previous
month and their relatives.

The total number of mini-sessions conducted
was 18.

The number of participants per session was 15
to 20.

The total number of participants reached was
324, including patients and their relatives.

Patient-oriented approach to treatment of
patients with drug-resistant tuberculosis who
were withdrawn from treatment demonstrated
its effectiveness in bringing the patients back to
treatment, increasing adherence and providing
support to patient until completion of treatment.

The number of patients lost for follow-up in Bish-
kek decreased from 95 patients as of August
2016 to 22 patients as of December 2017.

In 2017 PF “AIDS Foundation East-West in the
Kyrgyz Republic” continued its’ cooperation with
the law enforcement agencies of the country

in order to create favourable environment for
harm reduction programs. Together we held

10 field-visits to monitor implementation of the
Guidelines on HIV prevention for law enforcement
agencies communicating with the key popula-
tions. During the visits meetings were held with
police management.

The concluding step of each monitoring visit was
to support the meeting of local HIV prevention
commissions where the findings were announced
and recommendations were made to improve
existing situation. Regional and city AIDS centers,
drug treatment centers and civil society organi-
zations were invited to participate in the meet-
ings. During the meetings the participants made
presentations on local HIV and drug use situation
and worked together to develop joint plans on HIV
prevention for law enforcement officers.

In November 2017 AFEW launched the second
stage of the study, which intended to gather
information on how the key populations assess
implementation of the Guidelines “On HIV pre-
vention by authorized law enforcement, drug
control and penal agencies of the Kyrgyz Repub-
lic counteracting with the key populations”. 800
harm reduction programs clients participated in
the study in the cities of Bishkek, Osh, Karakol,
Tokmok and Karasuu.

Findings:

According to the people who use drugs and par-
ticipate in the harm reduction programs, including
needle and syringes exchange stations, meth-
adone substitution treatment stations, service
delivery stations, there is a significant reduction in
discrimination and violation of their rights by law
enforcement officers:

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In 2017, 35% of respondents confirmed that their
experience of interaction with law enforcement of-
ficers was negative; in 2016 this figure was 73%.

In 2017, only 9% of respondents reported system-
atic detentions without legal grounds and inspec-
tions without witnesses, while in 2016 nearly one
of two respondents (42%) stated this.

In 2017, 20% of respondents said that they
complained about violation of their rights to the
relevant authorities, in 2016 only 9% of people
who inject drugs and participated in the study filed
such complaints.

In 2017 the authorities provided follow-up for 48%
of complaints about violation of rights, and puni-
tive measures were applied against perpetrators.
Gender analysis demonstrates that men are more
likely to face negative attitudes from law enforce-
ment officers (38%) than women (17%).

In 2017 two ToTs were delivered by our orga-
nization in order to increase awareness of law
enforcement agencies on the Guidelines “On HIV
prevention by authorized law enforcement, drug
control and penal agencies of the Kyrgyz Repub-
lic counteracting with the key populations” and
make them more sensitive to the key population
needs. The three day trainings in Osh and Bish-
kek reached 36 policemen.

The training was very interesting and enlight-
ening for me. If trainings of HIV/AIDS preven-
tion, harm reduction and human rights were
held for police officers at all levels, it would
improve effectiveness of their work. The popu-
lation would also have more trust to police.

Milyukov E., Harm Reduction Network

In September 2017 the organization held the
training on “Harm reduction: theory and practice”
for professors and lectures of the Administrative
law faculty of the MIA Academy. The major objec-
tive was to provide methodical support to the lec-
turers and instructors who teach future policemen
on harm reduction issues. 13 faculty members
participated in the training.

On December 1, 2017 our foundation held the
debate tournament dedicated to the World AIDS
Day. The tournament was held for the students of
the MIA Academy in Bishkek. First off, the stu-
dents were trained on debating, critical thinking
and constructive argumentation. During debate
training the students also got acquainted with the
basic concepts related to HIV/AIDS and dis-
cussed the role of law enforcement agencies in
harm reduction programs, needs of key popula-
tion groups, objectives of the harm reduction pro-

grams and HIV prevention in the Kyrgyz Republic.

During the tournament the participants also talked
about stigma, discrimination and gender-based
violence.

Findings: PUD practice labour migration for im-
proving their economic situation (28,8% - internal
migration, 41,0%- external migration, of whom
81,7% migrated to Russia). The findings revealed
a complex of informational, social, legal and
educational problems. The findings created basis
for further in-depth studies on labour migration
among key populations.

2. Research to assess prevalence of sub-
stance use among youth pupils aged 15-16
(students of 9th and 10th grades of secondary
schools, colleges, vocational schools, including
private and public organizations in the Kyrgyz
Republic) was conducted under financial support
of CADAP-6.

The methodology and tools strictly followed the
European School Project on Alcohol and Drugs
(ESPAD). Target population were pupils in edu-
cational institutions of all Kyrgyz regions born in
2001. Gross sample consisted of 4643 question-
naires collected in 219 classes from 118 schools.

Findings: 28.6% of adolescents (29.0% - boys
and 9.2% girls) aged 15-16 years had experi-
ence of smoking cigarettes at least once in their
life. Daily smoking is much less common - 2.4%
among all students (3.7% of boys and 1.1% of
girls). 29.7% reported that they consumed at least
one glass of an alcoholic beverage in their lifetime
(33.4% boys and 26.4% girls). 2.2% of adolescent
(3.3% of boys compared with 1.2% of girls) tried
marijuana or hashish at least once in their lives.
Early experience of first cannabis use (up to 13
years) was observed among 31.2%. Altogether
5.8% of the respondents reported experiments
with inhalants in lifetime; significantly higher
among boys (7.6%) than among girls (4.1%).

All indicators of prevalence are less than similar
averages of European countries.
